NON-MOUNTED CLASS...... 
  
STICK PONY EXPRESS... 
This class is a GROUP Class    
This class involves RIDING a Stick Pony while contestant 
maneuvers through out the set cones/Pattern with a Cup of Water.  
  
RACKET & BALL STICK PONY CLASS  
This class is a GROUP Class. 
It involves each contestant to ride a Stick Pony while carrying a 
Badminton Racket while balancing a ball on it & follow the 
instructions. 
The Game Keeper calls out. ..... 
This class is a HOOT to watch as well as participate! 
  

MOUNTED CLASSES 
  
RACKET & BALL MOUNTED CLASS.......  
This class is a GROUP Class.  
It involves each contestant, WHILE MOUNTED, to carry a Badminton 
Racket while balancing a ball on it..... 
It will be done at a Walk, Trot or maybe even A Pattern.  
 
CRAZY OBSTACLE CLASS 
This class is an individual class that IS TIMED... 
This Class involves following the set pattern and tasks I have 
designed for Horse & Rider & completing as many of the tasks you 
can with your horse.  
SAFELY... This class will test you & your horse's partnership skills! 
ANY Tasks that a contest feels they can not do safely....  
They will be advised to not attempt that particular task. 
   
MELTED ICE TRAY RACE 
This class is done with no more than 2 contestants competing at 
one time. 
This class, I usually have a 2 minute time limit on PER run. ... 
(Meaning the 2 contestants at a time.) 
  
This class tests your skill of Mounting, Dismounting & Balance. 
It involves the contest filling an Ice tray with water WHILE 
DISMOUNTED..... 
Then the contestant Mounts up WITHOUT setting the Ice Tray down 
& races to the end of the arena & pours the remaining water into 
the designated container... 
Then DISMOUNTS & IN HAND..... Walks, runs, or jogs with their 
horse back to the START line & refills their Ice Tray & repeats the 
instructions until Time is called.
